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The Nørgaard Trust
When long-time member of the Danish Lutheran Church in Toronto, Verner Nørgaard, passed away, he left a generous financial gift in trust to the Danish Church with instructions that the funds be used to benefit Danish people and those with Danish roots in Ontario.  The board of directors of the Church (the “Board”) is responsible for administering the proceeds of the gifts and determining who shall qualify to receive a grant.  
More specifically, grants will be awarded to successful applicants residing in Ontario as follows:
· Up to three post-secondary scholarships to be awarded per year, for up to $5,000 each for students of Danish descent;
· Up to three honorariums to be awarded per year, for up to $1,000 each for authors writing histories or biographies about Danish people or people with Danish roots;
· Up to three financial assistance grants to be awarded per year, for up to $5,000 each for those of Danish roots who have fallen on hard times; and
· Up to three financial assistance grants to be awarded per year, for up to $1,000 each for group meetings or activities for Danish seniors.
The Board is now accepting applications for assistance from this Trust. An application setting out the specific need and purpose for requesting the grant should be submitted to the Board. Applications are accepted at any time, but please be advised that the reviews are done shortly after each calendar quarter.
Applicants may be invited to an interview by a committee of two or three Board members as part of the review of their application. All information shared with the Board will be kept fully confidential. Only the number of Grants made, and the total amount of money awarded, may be released from time to time. 
Please be advised that the Board is responsible for determining grant recipients and the size of the grants. Successful applicants should assume the grant is awarded on a one-time basis. The Board’s decisions are final and binding without any further right of appeal.
